New Jersey parish supported Native American ministry

As part of its Lenten Appeal project, a northern New Jersey 
parish supported our work with Native American ministry in 
the Diocese of Gallup. The Navajo Reservation is among the 
places in the U.S. where Catholic Extension has a long and 
continuous history of support.

The pastor said the parish needed to remember those rural, 
isolated mission churches that need help now more than ever. 

In a letter of gratitude to the parish, Sister Maureen Farrar wrote, 
“Life here can be challenging at times, but we are privileged 
to minister among amazing people, and although the Navajo 
people may in many ways be living on the fringes in what 
could easily be a third-world country, they are truly God’s gift 
to us. Your generosity is a great help as we continue to work at 
making Christ be better known to His people.”
